


Eligibility for the Awards

You may apply for the Aboriginal Business
Leadership Awards if you meet any of

the following criteria:

First priority will be given to one or more self-employed
Aboriginal students, who are for the first time attending

a public post-secondary educational institution in Alberta
and enrolled in a program leading to a certificate, diploma
or degree in a business or commerce program.

Second priority will be given to one or more mature
Aboriginal students, who are for the first time attending

a public post-secondary educational institution in Alberta
and enrolled in a program leading to a certificate, diploma,
or degree in a business or commerce program.

Third priority will be given to one or more Aboriginal
students attending a public post-secondary educational
institution in Alberta and enrolled in a program leading
to a certificate, diploma, or degree in a business or
commerce program.

There will be a minimum of 10 awards in the amount
of $1,500 each awarded on an annual basis.

Definitions of Terms

Aboriginal: a person who not only declares himself

or herself to be an Aboriginal person, but is also either

a Status Indian, an Inuit, a Metis person, or a Non-Status
Indian and a resident of Alberta.

Mature Aboriginal: an individual who is at least 21 years
of age and at least one year out of school.

Business: a private sector activity or endeavour whose
purpose is to generate income and create profit.

Commerce: any business activity including marketing,
accounting, finance, human resources, operations
management, or international business.
