ONE AND A HALF MILLION DOLLAR CONTRIBUTION TO URDC

During the opening ceremonies of Festtval ‘88 on June 30, 1988, Alberta Premier Don Getty announced that
his government would make a substantial contribution to the Ukrainian Resource and Development Centre
[ ). He guaranteed that community-ratsed contributions towards the URDC endowment would be
doubled to a minimum of one and a half million dollars. This announcement was particularly significant in
light of the fact that the gmrnmt.nt's "Community Endowment and Incentive ", which had
previously governed 's funding projections, had been expended just two weeks prior to Festival '88.
Under this program, dollars contributed to the URDC endowment had been matched on a 2:1 basis. Premier
Getty's announcement that he would continue to double community-raised dollars ensures that the URDC
endowment cam will recetve the full amount requested from the Province of Alberta. The URDC
Implementation Group, headed by Endowment Chairman Andrly Semaotiuk, is continuing its fundraising
campaign,

From Au&ust 21 through 27, 1988, the dance studios at Grant MacEwan Community College's (GMCC's)
Jasper Place campus echoed with the tread of daneing boots. GMCC was host to the Alberta Ukrainian
Dance Assoclation’s (AUDA's) annual
Altanets workshop for Ukrainian
dance instructors. This year's
workshop was part of the heritage arts §§
summer school, Folk Dance Fever, !
funded by the Alberta Cultural
Heritage Foundation and coordinated
by GMCC Performing and Visual Arts
QOutreach m er Richard Cock. It
was instructed by the University of
Cal 's Shirley Murray, an associate
professor of dance education with 20
vears of teaching experience, and by
Andrij Nahachewsky, a University of
Alberta Ph.D. candidate in folklore
and sessional dance instructor.

The 1988 Altanets program included
instruction in movernent analysis,
choreography, lesson planning and
stagecraft. Workshop participants
gained experience in these areas
through practical as well as
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theoretical sessions, They also #mﬂﬂ&mm with instructors Andrij Nahachewsky and Shirley
increased their understanding of folk i
dance styles characteristic of the Poltava and Hutsul regions of Ukraine, and engaged in practical study of
traditional folk dances such as the kozachok, metelytsia, kolomyika, arkan andnﬁgﬁnb;‘

Despite its ggrueling pace [classes were held daily from 9:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m.), Altanets '88 was warmly
received by 22 students whose ages ed between 14 and 35. Altanets participants -- all of whom had
previous dance workshop experience -- from across Alberta. One student came from British Columbia
and one from Manitoba,
