From 1988 1o 1990, URDC worked with
the Ukraine Millennium Foundation
{UMF) to produce a five-album,
collector's edition recording of the 35
Sacred Choral Concertos of eighteenth
century master Dmytro Bormiansky
(1751-1823).

Initiated by the Ukraine Millennium
Foundation in 1983, the Bortniansky
Project was planned as the Foundation's
contribution o the celebration of the
millennium of Ukrainian Christianity
(988-1988). Artistic direction
throughout the course of this three-
quarter million dollar project was
provided by Maestro Wolodymyr

i Kolesnyk.

. URDC coordinated and administered
! the final phase of the project, which

included producing the  record albums

i and packaging materials, preparing the
i booklet and donors list which

accompany the collector’s edition set,
and preparing a market plan, time lines,
and distribution schemes. URDC also
provided administrative suppon, writing
and editorial services, and research
expertise, and served as the project head
office from 1988-1990,

The Encyclopedia is making a special
effort to keep abreast of the changing
simation in Ukraine so that
contemporary developments are
reflected in the final product. The
present ferment in Ukraine has
provided previously inaccessible
information about individuals or civic
groups, Likewise, recent Ukrainian
scholarship in the West has brought
forth new materials which will be
incorporated into this reference work.

The editor-in-chief of the Encyclopedia
of Ukraine project is Danylo Husar

Struk, a professor of Ukrainian literature

Four
manuscript editors (Andrij Makuch,
Roman Senkus, Taras Zakydalsky, and
Boris Balan) and a secretary (Marijka
Pasieka) complete the Toronto office
staff.

URDC researched
organizational options, drafted a
constiution, and organized a national
steering committee which had
