One of the most important supports, says Brost, is the resident assistant program. “Each year we hire 24
residence assistants (RAs), who live in the residence. They support and help students find their way on
campus and connect to the larger MacEwan community,” added Brost. “RAs plan over 200 events per
year, with a focus on academic, social, well-being and community service. We also have two
professional live-in staff members who support the RAs and are on call 24 hours a day to help support
the students.”

“Our mission is to be a safe, positive space where students can succeed,” she said. “We believe in
creating a supportive community that can help our residents see their potential, have fun and build life
skills they can carry with them into the future.”
